Organization for Standardisation” (in French “Organisation
internationale de normalisation”), is an international standard
setting organisation and the world's largest publisher of
ndustrial and commercial standards.

International Organization for Standardisation

Based in Geneva the ISO consists of a network of National Standards
Institutions from 162 member countries, including Britain and The Eritish
Standards Institute ( BSL). Although 150 is a nongovemmental organization
many of the member institutions have charters or mandates from their own
governments. This, added to its history of setting standards that often become
[aw, gives the 150 a unique position between the public and private sectors,
enabling a consensus to be reached to meet the needs of both the public and
business communities.

Formed shortly after the war in 1946, ISO officially began operating from
Geneva on 23rd February 1947, and was established to expand the use of
industrial and commercial standards throughout the world and to this date has
published more than 17,000 international standards.

Membership of the ISO consists of three membership categories; Member
Bodies, Correspondent Members and Subscriber Members. Each type of
membership has its own rights and responsibilities.
